Genetic Genealogy and 
valued partnerships with the Wisconsin Department of Justice/Division of Criminal 
Investigation and the F.B.I. could lead to solving some of KPD’s oldest murder 
investigations. 
 
Currently the Cold Case Unit is looking at 12 investigations and are actively 
pursuing new leads on 3.
